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Abstract

Internet buzzwords in the context of new media are a kind of Internet language that emerged
through people’s communication and interaction on the Internet in modern society. They have the
characteristics of rapid generation, fast dissemination and wide popularity. Internet buzzwords are
often closely associated with specific social events and cultural phenomena, serving as a mirror of
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social reality. Based on the foundation of rhetoric, this article integrates the theoretical perspec-
tives of pragmatics and sociolinguistics, and combines the core characteristics of online communi-
cation such as immediacy, anonymity, and community nature. It analyzes the pragmatic functions
and social language values of various rhetorical devices in Internet buzzwords, and explores their
roles in humorous expression, emotional resonance, group identity construction, and social satire.
By analyzing its rhetorical phenomena, one can gain a deep understanding of the current hot issues
in society, as well as the public’s concerns and emotional tendencies, and unearth the social culture
and values hidden behind them. This is also of great significance for optimizing the teaching meth-
ods of rhetoric, improving teaching effectiveness, stimulating students’ interest in learning, and en-
hancing students’ understanding and application abilities of language.
