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Abstract: Based on previous studies, this paper uses Mokken model to explore the characteristics of political
trust, proposes the assumption and revises a foreign scale. Use SPSS 16.0 to analysis single dimension, and

then use MSP 5.0 to analysis 200 questionnaires of Guizhou minorities’ areas. Use AMOS 7.0 to structural
validity verification, the results of the study show that the revision scale has very good reliability and validity.
