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Abstract

Objective: To explore the relationship between power and vicarious guilt. Methods: One hundred
and sixty college students were recruited in the study, and they imagined a target doing an im-
moral behavior; they also completed emotional items to measure emotions and the personal sense
of power scale to measure their subjective power. Results: Power could significantly predict vica-
rious guilt, § = 0.266, t = 3.473, P < 0.01. Conclusion: The higher level of power individuals have,
the higher level of vicarious guilt they experience for others’ immoral behaviors.
