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Abstract

This paper intends to study the difference between Christian and non-religious on personality
among university students. Eysenck Personality Questionnaire Short Scale for Chinese (EPQ-RSC)
was administered to the two groups of 42 religious college students and 42 non-religious students.
The Independent samples T-test was done to examine the difference in the four dimensions of In-
troversion-Extraversion (E), Neuroticism (N), Psychoticism (P) and Lie (L) between the two groups
of students, which showed that there was significant differences on E, P, L dimensions but no dif-
ference on N dimension. The result of this study suggested that there was a certain difference be-
tween Christian and non-religious-Christian students who are more introverted, neurotic, low
mental quality and masking.
