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Abstract

In order to explore the relationship between father involvement in parenting and children’s emo-
tional expression, to understand the present status, attract people’s attention, especially to the
role of “father”, a survey is conducted among 180 parents of a kindergarten in Donggang District,
Rizhao based on the questionnaire on father involvement and children emotional expression. The
result shows as follows: 1) The level of father involvement in parenting is above average and
children’s emotional expression is below average. 2) Fathers’ wishes of indirect supporting in-
volvement in parenting distinct greatly according to different ages of children and different ca-
reers of fathers. Fathers’ wishes of encouraging and supporting involvement in parenting vary
from whether it is the single child. 3) There is a salient difference between the careness and help-
ing behavior in the involvement in parenting and the emotion expression inside and outside and
strength of expression; there is also significant differences between the teaching and binding be-
havior and the emotion expression. 4) There is a prominent negative association between fathers’
teaching and binding and children’s emotional expression.
