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Abstract

Based on Multiple Happiness Questionnaire (MHQ) scale and SF-12 health-related quality of life
scale, this essay analyzed and compared the difference of the well-being between floating popula-
tion and urban residents, to explore the correlation between happiness and quality of life of float-
ing population, and to provide a reference for improving the well-being of floating population. The
results showed: In the score of urban residents’ Subjective Well-being (SWB), friendly relationship
was higher than that of floating population, but negative emotion score of the former was lower
than the latter. There was significant difference (p < 0.05). There was a correlation between
well-being and quality of life included physical health, mental health and scores of most domains
among floating population (p < 0.05). There was positive correlation between the well-being and
quality of life. We can improve happiness by improving the quality of life of floating population.
