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Abstract

Awe is defined as a perception of vastness that needs to be accommodated. It has gradually be-
come a topic in psychology. A large number of empirical studies have explored the impact of awe
on areas of personal life. In recent years, there have been two orientations on the study of awe.
One is the orientation of emotional research, and the other is the orientation of empirical research.
In the future, the internal psychophysiological mechanism of awe, the influence of negative awe,
the development of measurement tools and the integration of the two orientations should be fur-
ther studied and discussed.
