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Abstract

Since the report of the 19th CPC national congress clearly proposed to “strengthen the construc-
tion of the social and psychological health service system”, and the 10 ministries and commissions
jointly issued “the national social mental health service system construction pilot work plan no-
tice”, it shows that mental health service has been attached great importance in both national pol-
icy and practice implementation. By drawing on the experience of the development of community
mental health services at home and abroad, we found that the implementation and promotion of
community mental health services in China need multi-lateral cooperation. And the “grid” man-
agement mode which is characterized by the regional division, resource integration, and informa-
tion sharing, can effectively promote the development of community mental health service. So this
article will explore the “grid” management of community mental health service system. The “grid”
management of community mental health service specifically refers to a system that builds a
mental health service network on the basis of existing community management, divides the com-
munity into several cells according to a certain spatial scope and population proportion, and car-
ries out mental health work for this purpose. Thorough support system, adequate technical sup-
port, reasonable supervision and evaluation system, and effective participation of residents are
the foundation of the system to establish and promote the mental health of community residents,
which needs further exploration and practice.
