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Abstract

This paper mainly reviews the concept, measurement, causes and influence of materialism. Most
studies regard materialism as an individual value, but it also has situational characteristics. Mate-
rialism is mainly measured by questionnaire, and we can use implicit measurement to avoid the
problem of social desirability. Family factors, social factors and psychological insecurity are the
key factors in the formation of materialism. Materialism has a negative impact on individual con-
sumption behavior, happiness, social attitude and behavior. In the future, the intervention meas-
ures of materialism and the positive effects of materialism can be further studied.
