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Abstract

College students’ mental health is an important aspect of their growth, and well-being is an im-
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portant symbol of college students’ mental health. Ethnic minority college students are affected by
ethnic customs, ethnic identity, and other psychological factors, and their well-being has certain
particularities. In this study, ethnic minorities and Han nationality students from two typical uni-
versities in Yunnan Province were surveyed by the methods of questionnaires, scales and inter-
views. The results showed that most minority college students often felt happy and had good
self-awareness. The sense of well-being of Han nationality students was higher than that of minor-
ity college students. There was no significant difference in the well-being survey among ethnic
minority college students of different genders, grades and nationalities.
