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Abstract

This paper reviews the key ideas, origins and development processes of postmodernism, analyzes
the significance and metaphor revealed by the narrative connotation, performance and vision of
postmodernism, and compares them with narrative theory to get the concrete effect and influence
of postmodernism thought on narrative therapy practice. Finally, the micro and macro narrative
thinking is thought out, and the constructive direction of narrative theory is put forward.
