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Abstract

This study attempts to explore the relationship among childhood psychological abuse and neglect,
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coping style and college students’ intimate partner violence. The Child Psychological Abuse and
Neglect Scale (CPANS), the revised Chinese version of Short Form of the Conflict Tactics Scale (CTS2)
and Simplified Coping Style Questionnaire (SCSQ) were administered to 417 college students. The
results showed that: 1) The childhood psychological abuse and neglect significantly positive cor-
related with college students’ intimate partner violence, the childhood psychological abuse and neg-
lect significantly positive correlated with negative coping style, the negative coping style signifi-
cantly positive correlated with college students’ intimate partner violence. 2) The negative coping
style partly mediated the relationship between childhood psychological abuse and neglect and col-
lege students’ intimate partner violence.
