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Abstract

To gain an understanding of the current status and knowledge evolution process concerning child-
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ren’s sexual education, the present study analyzed 1269 papers in the CNKI database from 2010 to
2021 with the CiteSpace software. The analyses cover the number of publications, authors, and in-
stitutions, keyword co-occurrence, and cluster map analysis. The results show that: 1) In the past
12 years, the number of papers published generally demonstrated a trend of “steady rise-steady
period-rapid development-decline”, and the number of publications in 2019 was the highest; 2)

The analysis of keyword co-occurrence map revealed that “sexual education”, “sexual assault”,

“minors”, “children”, “left-behind children”, “countermeasures”, “children” and other keywords

have become the hot topics of research; 3) This field includes a number of influential scientific re-
search workers with close cooperation. Although there are many research institutions involved,
they are independent and do not cooperate closely; 4) The research trend is that many research
topics are still expanded and extended around the topics in 2010.
