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Abstract

Objective: In order to examine the role of psychological distress and self-control within the rela-
tionship between life events and older adults’ vulnerability to fraud. Method: Data on older adults’
life events scale, psychological distress scale, self-control scale and vulnerability to fraud ques-
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tionnaire were collected among 250 older adults. Results: 1) Life events and psychological distress
are positively correlated with older adults’ vulnerability to fraud, self-control is negatively corre-
lated with older adults’ vulnerability to fraud; 2) Psychological distress and self-control are multi-
ple mediators in the relationship between life events and older adults’ vulnerability, self-control is
a partial mediator in the relationship between psychological distress and older adults’ vulnerabil-
ity to fraud.
