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Abstract

Based on the theory of aesthetic education psychology, this paper studies the illustration of prima-
ry and secondary school textbooks. Firstly, the article points out that from the perspective of aes-
thetic psychology, we can think more deeply about the important role that textbook illustrations
play in the process of students’ teaching and education.
