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Abstract

Flipped classroom is a new teaching mode arising from the modern information society, which
overturns the traditional classroom teaching and is of great significance to the reform of teaching
methods in colleges and universities. The flipped classroom has changed the traditional English
learning mode, enabling students to give full play to their learning initiative and ultimately im-
proving the teaching effect of college English. In this process, students’ psychological changes oc-
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cur accordingly, which can produce a series of psychological effects in the English classroom. This
paper attempts to analyze the psychological effects, including role effects, affective effects and
cognitive effects, of Chinese university students in the flipped English classroom teaching model,
and to explain the effectiveness of flipped learning behaviors brought about by these positive
psychological effects.
