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Abstract

Objective: To investigate the influence of work-family conflict on parental burnout of bus drivers
as parents and the mediating role of parenting sense of competence between them. Methods:
459 bus drivers as parents were recruited to complete Parental Burnout Assessment (PBA),
Work-Family Conflict Questionnaire and Parenting Sense of Competence Scale (PSOC). Results:
@ The incidence of parental burnout of bus drivers was 10.77%; @ The greater the work-family
conflict, the stronger their parental burnout (r = 0.35, P < 0.01); ® The sense of parental efficacy
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played a part of mediating role between work-family conflict and parental burnout, with 95% CI
of [0.18, 0.40]. Conclusion: The work-family conflict of bus drivers as parents will not only di-
rectly affect parental burnout, but also indirectly affect parental burnout by reducing parental ef-
ficacy.
