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Abstract

This paper visualizes and analyzes the literature on the application of positive psychology in Chi-
na’s colleges and universities in the past 15 years in the CNKI database with the help of Citespace
software. The results show that: The research on the application of positive psychology in China’s
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colleges and universities has gone through three developmental stages of obvious rise and then
decline, the research fervor has waned in recent years, there is less connection and cooperation
among core authors, and general colleges and universities are the backbone of research in this
field, with general institutions are the backbone of research in this field, with vocational education
journals as the main publication vehicle. Research hotspots mainly include: mental health educa-
tion, happiness education, ideological and political education and cultivation of positive qualities of
students. The future of positive psychology research in China’s universities should focus on promot-
ing research concentration, diversifying research objects, promoting interdisciplinary research, and
promoting deeper development of research.
