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Abstract

In order to explore the impact of cyber dating abuse on individual depression in the digital age as
well as its internal mechanism, the present study conducted a moderated mediating model to ex-
amine the mediation effects of self-esteem and the moderation effects of parent-child relationship.
A sample of 435 netizens was investigated with Cyber Dating Abuse Questionnaire, the Self-Esteem
Scale, the Depression Scale and Closeness to Parents Scale. The results showed that: 1) Depression
was positively related with cyber dating abuse. 2) Cyber dating abuse not only had a direct effect
on depression, but also influenced depression through the mediating effects of self-esteem. 3)
Both the association between cyber dating abuse and depression, the relationship between
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self-esteem and depression were moderated by the parent-child relationship. These findings have
important reference value for the prevention and intervention for the potential depression of ne-
tizens in the digital age.
