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Abstract

The development of network technology provides a broad platform for ideological and political
education in colleges and universities. The virtuality, complexity, richness and diversity of various
network information reflect the duality of the network. College students, as one of the main groups
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using the network, will inevitably be affected by various bad network information ecology while
enjoying abundant information and enriching their vision. The result is that college students have
psychological problems such as conformity psychology, depression psychology, “low desire to lie
flat” psychology, so it is very necessary to carry out network ideological and political education for
college students. There is a close relationship between group psychology and the research object
of ideological and political education in colleges and universities. Therefore, it is feasible to carry
out network ideological and political education for college students based on group psychology.
The second is to use the group psychological effect to carry out network media quality education;
the third is to build a prevention mechanism and carry out network mental health education.
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
