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How to effectively create ideological and political education situations that conform to students’
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psychological cognitive structure and cognitive characteristics, so as to improve the effectiveness
and affinity of ideological and political education, has always been the focus of ideological and po-
litical education discussions, and it is also a difficult issue in the exploration of ideological and po-
litical education. From the perspective of embodied cognitive psychology, it can provide theoreti-
cal support and path guidance for the creation of ideological and political education situations. On
the basis of clarifying the theoretical traceability and coupling relationship between “embodied
cognition” and ideological and political education situations, this paper further examines the di-
lemma faced by the creation of ideological and political education situations in universities under
the current state of “physical and mental separation”, and provides valuable optimization strate-
gies for the creation of ideological and political education situations in universities based on the
interaction of physical presence and situation from the embodied perspective of “physical and
mental integration”.
