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Abstract

Carl Gustav Jung’s collective unconsciousness complements and expands Sigmund Freud’s field of
personal unconsciousness, and collective unconsciousness reveals a broader subconscious scope.
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The main content of collective unconsciousness is archetype. There are four kinds of typical arc-
hetypes: persona, anima and animus, shadow, and the self. They have their own mappings and ap-
plications in the real lives of young students. Studying Jung’s collective unconsciousness and its
typical archetypes, as well as the applications of various typical archetypes in the lives of young
students, there are some guiding significances to the practices of young students.
