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Abstract

To explore the relationship between the just world belief and academic burnout of higher voca-
tional college students, 492 students were investigated with the questionnaire of just world belief
and academic burnout by using the statistical methods of correlation analysis and regression
analysis. The results show that higher vocational college students’ just world belief has a signifi-
cant negative predictive effect on academic burnout. This has a positive effect on the understand-
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ing of the forming mechanism of college students’ academic burnout and on the effective preven-
tion and intervention of college students’ academic burnout.
