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Abstract

Since the 1990s, population migration in China has been conducted on a family basis, resulting in a
continuous increase in the number of migrant children. However, the mental health issues of these
migrant children are often overlooked. School atmosphere, including peer relationships, teach-
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er-student relationships, physical environment, and cooperation between family and school, plays
an important role in providing social support, alleviating academic pressure, regulating negative
emotions, and enhancing social adaptation skills. Therefore, establishing a positive and friendly
school atmosphere is crucial for promoting the mental health of migrant children. This article
proposes some targeted educational recommendations aimed at improving the learning environ-
ment and mental health status of migrant children, promoting their overall health and develop-
ment.
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
