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Abstract
The revitalization of rural culture is the only way to realize rural revitalization, and the key to ru-
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ral cultural revitalization lies in revitalizing public culture. Villagers have good cultural psycholo-
gy, which can provide a broad and powerful endogenous force for the development of rural public
culture. However, nowadays, villagers’ cultural psychology is becoming more and more compli-
cated, cultural choices are confused, cultural identity is complex, and there is a disharmony be-
tween “official consciousness” and villagers’ cultural mentality, resulting in villagers’ absence in
the construction of rural public culture. The cultural psychological problems of villagers are not
only related to the destruction of rural geography and consanguinity structure and the rapid de-
velopment of science and technology and economy in contemporary China, but also related to the
separation of supply and demand of rural public cultural services. Therefore, it is necessary to
strengthen villagers’ rural public culture education, encourage villagers to participate in the con-
struction of rural public culture and build a model in which multiple subjects participate in the
construction of rural public culture together, so as to realize the fit between individuals and the
external social and cultural environment and reshape villagers’ spiritual home.
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
