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meaning in life and their internal mechanisms. Methods: This study measured 332 high school
students using the Comprehensive Interpersonal Relationship Diagnostic Scale, the Sense of Mean-
ing in Life Scale, and the Loneliness Scale. Results: (1) Interpersonal relationships, loneliness, and
sense of meaning in life were negatively correlated; (2) Interpersonal relationships and loneliness
were positively correlated; (3) Loneliness partially mediated between interpersonal relationships
and sense of meaning in life, and the mediating effect accounted for 77% of the total effect. Con-
clusion: This study enriches secondary school students’ sense of meaning in life and suggests that
reducing loneliness and improving interpersonal relationships can increase secondary school stu-
dents’ sense of meaning in life.
