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Abstract

Rural culture revitalization is an important part of rural revitalization, and improving farmers’
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happiness is also a hot topic. This paper combines the two, analyzes the relationship between the
two, and promotes the path of peasants’ well-being from the perspective of rural culture revitali-
zation. Through the research, we find some problems in the revitalization of rural culture: tradi-
tional rural culture decline and lack of innovation; the form of rural cultural activities is single and
the quality is general; and farmers’ consciousness of cultural subject is insufficient.
