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Abstract

Attachment is of great significance to an individual’s psychological and social development. Based
on previous studies, parental divorce has a certain negative impact on attachment security. Individ-
uals with parental divorce experiences are more likely to form negative self-perceptions, percep-
tions of others, and perceptions of relationships, and are more likely to exhibit insecure attachment
characteristics. However, there are also some family protective factors and personal protective fac-
tors that can weaken this negative impact. Positive family environment after divorce, reduced
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parental conflict, early secure attachment, positive parent-child relationship, and individuals’ rea-
sonable cognition and psychological resilience of parental divorce have certain protective effects
on attachment security.
