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Abstract

Excessive reassurance seeking refers to the behavior of repeatedly seeking comfort and feedback
even when others express annoyance. Excessive reassurance seeking measure tools and methods
have included the Depressive Interpersonal Relationship Inventory-Reassurance Seeking Subscale,
audio-recorded discussion task, and Ecological momentary assessment. Excessive reassurance seek-
ing in depressed patients is influenced by individual personality traits (attachment type, interper-
sonal dependence) as well as cognitive dimensions (level of cognitive-emotional conflict, rumination,
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intolerance of uncertainty). Future research can further focus on the research methodology, nature
and connotation, intervention strategies and localization of excessive reassurance seeking to pro-
mote the development of excessive reassurance seeking research.
