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Abstract

The attachment view of addiction believes that attachment defect is an important cause of behavior
and substance addiction. Whether this framework is applicable to the field of social media addiction
is still unclear. In order to explore the relationship between adult attachment and social media ad-
diction and the possible role of interpersonal relationship distress and depression, 428 college stu-
dents completed adult attachment anxiety questionnaire, interpersonal relationship distress scale,
center for epidemiologic studies depression scale and Chinese social media addiction scale. The re-
sults showed that: (1) attachment anxiety significantly predicted social media addiction. The higher
the level of anxiety, the higher the level of social media addiction. (2) Depression plays an independ-
ent mediating role between attachment anxiety and social media addiction. (3) Interpersonal dis-
tress and depression play a sequential mediating role between attachment anxiety and social media
addiction. The results show that attachment theory framework is a potential effective theory to un-
derstand social media addiction, which provides theoretical support for the prevention and effec-
tive prevention of social network addiction.
