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Abstract

As a crucial component of the third distribution, charitable donations serve as an important means
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to achieve common prosperity. This study conducted a survey among 1805 residents in Fujian Prov-
ince using the questionnaire survey method. It measured residents’ confidence in common prosper-
ity, charitable intentions, and other relevant variables, analyzed the impact of residents’ confidence
in common prosperity on their charitable intentions, and explored the chain mediating role of social
equity and social security in this relationship. The results showed that most people held an optimis-
tic and positive attitude towards the realization of common prosperity and had relatively strong
charitable intentions. Confidence in common prosperity positively predicted charitable donation
intentions, and social equity and social security played a chain mediating role between confidence
in common prosperity and charitable donation intentions. In the future, we can enhance residents’
sense of social equity and social security by strengthening social governance, thereby stimulating
broader charitable donation intentions, promoting the rational allocation of social resources, and
ultimately achieving common prosperity.
