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Abstract

This paper takes the guzheng and pipa as examples to explore the localized application of Chinese
national musical instruments in Chinese music therapy. Currently, the theories related to music
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therapy in the world are mainly proposed by the West, which do not conform to the psychological
state of Chinese people and the psychological needs of Chinese culture. Traditional musical instru-
ments, especially plucked instruments, may have a positive effect on emotional regulation and sleep
improvement. Therefore, this paper discusses the corresponding relationship between the timbre
frequency and techniques (such as tremolo, wheel-fingering, etc.) of the guzheng and pipa and the
five-tone therapy in traditional Chinese medicine. Combining music therapy and psychology, it pre-
liminarily constructs a four-in-one model of “instrument - piece - method - environment”. And
through pilot practice observation, this model provides a possible idea for the localized develop-
ment of the music therapy field.
