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Abstract

In emergency contexts such as public health emergencies, major disaster rescue operations, and
clinical emergency care, medical students face tremendous psychological pressure and trauma
risks. Their psychological resilience and post-traumatic growth are crucial for psychological recov-
ery after trauma, professional development, and personal growth. From the perspective of meaning
in life, this study systematically explores the conceptual associations and pathways between psy-
chological resilience, post-traumatic growth, and sense of meaning in life, with a focus on analyzing
the mediating and moderating mechanisms of meaning in life. The findings provide theoretical
foundations and practical guidance for enhancing medical students’ psychological adaptability in
emergency contexts and improving psychological crisis intervention strategies for medical students,
thereby contributing to the cultivation of new-generation medical professionals with psychological
resilience, humanistic care, and professional mission.
