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Abstract

This paper analyzes the problems and historical opportunities of the rural school sports devel-
opment under the rural revitalization strategy. It is found that there are some long-term problems
remain: The lack of capital investment, the backward sport facilities and equipment, the unrea-
sonable PE curriculum, the insufficient teachers power, etc. However, it is clear that with the pro-
motion of the grand national strategy of rural revitalization, great support will help to advance the
development of rural school sports in many aspects.
