Abstract

This article takes the top four teams of the 2023~2024 CBA playoffs (Liaoning, Xinjiang, Guangdong,
and Zhejiang) as samples and uses methods such as literature review and descriptive statistics to
analyze the positions on the court, possession rate, playing time, number of shots, and the evolution
of foreign player policies of foreign players. It further discusses the positive and negative impacts
of foreign players on domestic players, club operations, and the overall development of the CBA,
and provides macro conclusions and suggestions.
