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Abstract

Against the dual background of the rapid development of the digital economy and the in-depth im-
plementation of the National Fitness Strategy, smart sports, as an emerging form deeply integrated
by the sports industry and information technology, provides a new path for the transformation and
upgrading of the sports culture and tourism industry. Taking Chizhou as the research object, this
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paper systematically explores the development paths and optimization strategies of its sports cul-
ture and tourism industry under the background of smart sports. Through methods such as liter-
ature research and field investigation, this paper comprehensively analyzes Chizhou'’s geographical
and cultural resource endowments and the current development status of the existing sports cul-
ture and tourism industry, expounds the important significance of smart sports to the development
of sports culture and tourism in Chizhou, and clarifies the current challenges in terms of technology,
talents and funds. Combined with the standards of CNKI papers, this paper supplements theoretical
support and practical cases, and puts forward targeted development strategies, so as to provide guid-
ance for the high-quality development of sports culture and tourism in Chizhou and also offer refer-
ence for similar cities.
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
