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Abstract

In the background of aging, the issue of elderly care is of great concern. The existing public elderly
institutions, commercial elderly institutions and community-based elderly care can hardly meet
the growing demand for elderly care, and the participation of social enterprises in elderly care
services has unique advantages such as wide audience, low fees and profitability. This paper takes
