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Abstract

The endowment mode in rural China is based on family endowment, intergenerational relation-
ship is the foundation of family endowment, and intergenerational unity is the foundation of in-
tergenerational relationship. The transformation of traditional family structure, the change of the
connotation of Confucian filial piety, and the enhancement of the young generation’s individual
consciousness are all influencing the intergenerational relationship between parents and children,
making it develop towards mutual respect and understanding, and establishing a new type of in-
tergenerational intimate relationship, thus affecting the subjective well-being of the elderly in ru-
ral areas. Intergenerational solidarity is a multi-dimensional concept, which can show the factors
affecting the intergenerational relationship between parents and children to a certain extent. In-
tergenerational solidarity between parents and children can also improve the subjective well-being
of the elderly in rural areas.
