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Abstract

Ageing has become a common demographic trend faced by human society. With the acceleration of
China’s urbanisation and population ageing, due to factors such as young and middle-aged la-
bourers going out to work, the traditional family pension model is gradually broken, while the ru-
ral community pension, home pension, institutional pension function is limited to play, the rural
left-behind old people’s old age problem has gradually become a constraint on the economic and
social development of the rural areas. In order to understand China’s rural left-behind elderly life
security and pension status quo, to promote the further improvement of China’s pension system,
select Dangshan County, Anhui Province, C village as a case study, use questionnaires, interviews,
and field research method to analyse the current situation of the rural left-behind elderly social
pensions. The study found that the current rural pension service in C village has problems such as
the reduction of children’s pension support and the weakening of family pension function; weak
infrastructure construction and lagging behind in the development of community pension; insuffi-
cient supply of pension service and low quality of institutional pension. In view of the existing
pension problems of the left-behind elderly in C village, the study proposes three levels of coun-
termeasures to promote filial piety culture and support families to assume the function of old-age
care; to innovate the pension mode and develop rural community pension services; and to in-
crease financial subsidies and promote the quality and efficiency of pension institutions, in order
to promote the diversified development of the supply of old-age care in the region.
