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Abstract
China is a big agricultural country, the rural population accounts for relatively high, and the aging
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of the population is accelerating. The pension problem of the rural population has become an im-
portant concern to affect and restrict the economic and social development of our country. Differ-
ent from urban residents, residents in rural areas of our country lack social security system in
pension, and there is no perfect pension and pension insurance system. Although China has always
attached great importance to the development of social security, but in the overall development of
urban and rural construction today, rural old-age security is still in trouble. It is mainly reflected
in the following aspects: the rural old-age security system can not meet the needs of rural old-age
security, the rural old-age security fund can not adapt to the situation of population aging, the ru-
ral family pension function is gradually weakened, and the urban and rural old-age security sys-
tem is not fair enough. Under the guidance of Marx’s social security thought, under the back-
ground of rural revitalization, this paper actively explores the practical path to solve the problem
of rural old-age security in China, which is of great significance for realizing social fairness and
justice and building a harmonious socialist society.
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
