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Abstract

Guizhou province, as a typical province of “getting old before getting rich” in western China, has
stepped into the aging society and its aging process has been ahead of the current economic de-
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velopment level. There are many problems and contradictions in social elderly care services, which
need to be solved urgently. In rural areas with more backward economic development, there is a
larger number and a larger proportion of the elderly population, and the phenomenon of “getting
old before getting rich” is more prominent, resulting in more complex social problems and greater
pressure on old-age support, which hinders rural social and economic development to a certain
extent. Based on the national population census data from 2010 to 2020, this paper analyzes and
studies the current situation and problems of population aging in rural areas of Guizhou Province,
and puts forward systematic suggestions based on this, in order to promote the balanced devel-
opment of population and the comprehensive, coordinated and sustainable development of social
economy in Guizhou province.
