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Abstract

In the context of active aging, the high-quality development of geriatric education in colleges and
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universities is of great significance for practicing the concept of active aging, promoting the high-
quality development of geriatric education, fulfilling the function of colleges and universities to
serve the society, and constructing a lifelong learning and education system for all. However, in
the process of high-quality development of geriatric education in colleges and universities, there
are still some problems, such as low configuration of faculty, insufficient education connotation,
obsolete education mode, insufficient governmental relevant policies, and lack of school running
standards. The path of development is explored through the construction of a high-quality devel-
opment system, the comprehensive construction of a new pattern of collaborative governance of

colleges and universities in China.
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
