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Abstract

The results of the seventh national population census show that China’s population over 60 years
old has reached 264 million people, accounting for 18.7%, and China has entered the aging society.
Community is an important space for elderly activities, and encouraging the elderly to participate
in community governance is an important way to achieve active aging. In view of the difficulties
faced by the elderly groups participating in community governance in China, this paper proposes
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measures such as ensuring the autonomy of the elderly organizations, formulating appropriate
governance contents and giving play to the role of party organizations to encourage more elderly
people to participate in community governance.
