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Abstract

Accompanied by the acceleration of the aging process, the elderly care service for the elderly has grad-
ually attracted the attention of society. This paper systematically and comprehensively analyzes the
problems faced by China’s elderly services, such as the obvious gap between urban and rural areas, the
lack of marketization, and the constraints of social concepts, and puts forward targeted measures for
such problems in terms of superstructures, financial arrangements, and the combination of medi-
cal care and nursing care, so as to promote the development of the elderly services industry and pro-
vide a guarantee for the elderly’s old age life.
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
