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Abstract

Objective: To investigate the current status and influencing factors of the long-term care needs of
disabled elderly people in rural areas of Hebei Province and to provide references for long-term
care insurance agencies to formulate personalized care services for the disabled elderly. Methods:
936 rural disabled elderly people from the designated service institutions of long-term care insurance
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in Hebei Province were randomly selected as research subjects, and their current status of long-
term care needs was obtained through questionnaire survey and collection. SPSS 20.0 statistical
analysis software was used for data analysis. Results: The total score for the long-term care needs
of disabled elderly people in Hebei Province was (54.46 * 8.40), with the highest score in the di-
mension of medical care services. The level of disability, living conditions, chronic disease status,
and educational level are the main factors affecting their long-term care needs, with statistically
significant (P < 0.05). Conclusions: The level of long-term care needs of disabled elderly people in
rural areas of Hebei Province is low, and the demand for medical care services is high. Long-term
care insurance service agencies should be oriented towards the specific needs of disabled elderly
people, provide them with personalized care services, and improve the quality of long-term care
services.
