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Abstract

Under the dual background of global digitalization wave and the aggravation of population aging,
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silver economy, as an important economic form to cope with population aging, is facing a critical
opportunity period of transformation and development. Based on the characteristics of the digital
era, this study systematically analyzes the internal logic of geriatric education and the transfor-
mation of the silver economy, revealing the problems of insufficient application of digital technol-
ogy, uneven distribution of educational resources, and lack of synergistic mechanism of multiple
subjects that exist in the process of assisting the transformation of the silver economy in the current
geriatric education. By integrating the theory of positive aging and the concept of social governance
innovation, we construct a four-dimensional transformation path of “technology empowerment-ed-
ucation innovation-industry synergy-policy guarantee”, and propose the specific strategies of re-
shaping the geriatric education system with digital technology, activating the human resources of
the silver-haired with education innovation, promoting industrial upgrading with industry-educa-
tion fusion, and optimizing the development environment with policy synergy. The study shows that
geriatric education in the digital era is not only an important way to meet the spiritual and cultural
needs of the elderly, but also a strategic pivot to activate the endogenous power of the silver econ-
omy and promote the sustainable development of the economy and society.
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
