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Abstract

With the accelerating aging of the population in China, elderly care has become a major challenge
affecting socio-economic development. As one of the regions with a high degree of aging, Guangxi faces
a growing contradiction between the rapid increase in elderly care demand and the insufficient sup-
ply of services. Based on an analysis of the current status and existing problems in Guangxi’s elderly
care industry, this paper explores the role and development strategies of the insurance industry
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within this context. It aims to provide theoretical support and practical references for building a
multi-level elderly care security system and promoting the development of the “insurance + elderly
care” model.
