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advancement of common prosperity, the issue of rural elderly care has become one of the core top-
ics concerning social equity and justice as well as the long-term stability of the country. The concept
of community, with its core connotations of collectivity and mutual assistance, provides an im-
portant theoretical guideline and academic support for examining and resolving the problem of ru-
ral elderly care. Guided by the perspective of community, the key lies in promoting the collaborative
participation of multiple subjects and rebuilding a community support network that combines eth-
ical warmth with institutional resilience. This is not only a practical approach to addressing popu-
lation aging but also an active exploration of the development theory of socialist communities,
providing a theoretical reference for promoting the high-quality development of rural elderly care
services.
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
