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Abstract

Population aging is the basic national condition throughout the whole process of Chinese path to
modernization, and it is also a major issue that must be addressed as a whole to promote this process.
At present, China’s aging population is entering an accelerated development stage. Actively re-
sponding to this era proposition is not only an important task that the Party needs to focus on solv-
ing in governing the country, but also a key benchmark for testing the modernization level of the
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national governance system and governance capacity. Based on this realistic background, this pa-
per systematically combs the internal logic of social governance of population aging, deeply ana-
lyzes the practical problems faced by current social governance of aging, and explores the practical
path that meets the requirements of Chinese path to modernization development, in order to pro-
vide theoretical and practical reference for building a governance system of aging society with Chi-
nese characteristics and promoting the high-quality development of aging cause.
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
