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Abstract

Against the background of population aging, rural aging in China is characterized by advanced aging,
empty-nest households and impoverishment, making the traditional elderly care model unsustaina-
ble. Inclusive finance has become an important approach to solving the supply dilemma of rural el-
derly care services. Based on inclusive finance theory, active aging theory, institutional economics and
welfare economics, this paper constructs a four-dimensional theoretical framework: Demand-Sup-
ply-Policy-Security. It systematically reviews the practice and typical models of rural inclusive fi-
nancial elderly care services, and conducts in-depth case studies on two typical models. The study
finds that the core contradictions are the misalignment between inclusiveness and sustainability,
theory and practice, fairness and adaptability. Fundamentally, it results from the ineffective imple-
mentation and lack of differentiated adaptation of the four theories in rural scenarios. Accordingly,
this paper proposes targeted improvement paths from policy, finance, services and rights protec-
tion for different rural areas and elderly groups. It aims to promote the high-quality development
of rural inclusive financial elderly care services and provide references for the rural elderly care
service system under rural revitalization.
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
